SUBJECT CONNECTIONS:  Here’s how we’re
preparing your children for tomorrow with a
Christ-centered education today…
Religion –Next week, we look at Thanksgiving,
and what we should do to give thanks!  This week,
we’ll get an early start on our wonderful trip
through Advent!
Language –We’ll be reading fables and doing
some creating with them this week.  Soon, we’ll be
comparing items with –er and –est.  We’ll also be
writing in Chinese (No, I’m not kidding.)!

Math   –   Our time unit continues for the next two
weeks.
