“God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble.”  Psalm 46:1  
    
“Mr. Pahlkotter, is it really colder here in Minnesota than where you lived in Michigan?”  The answer is, “YES!”   Although I really 
didn’t think so at first, the wind chill has convinced me otherwise…but the people sure are warm. 
 
Over the years of doing ministry, one of the realities I have come to know is that the wind chill is not always a temperature thing…it 
can also be a state of mind.  There are people in this world that are emotionally cold and alone.  Their lives due to a variety of cir-
cumstances are bitterly cold.  Sometimes this is a choice.  Sometimes, they simply do not know where to go to find warmth.  They 
seem lost and disconnected from those things that seem to make life joyful…family, friends, purpose, church…Jesus. 
 
Isn’t this true for our lives as well?  When we lose our focus and fall away from our faith in Christ, it seems to me that the wind chill 
of sin creeps in and makes things seem hopeless and bitterly cold.  Our lives become gray instead of joy filled.  It keeps us from ex-
periencing His warmth.  We forget His forgiveness.  We simply get lost in our sin. 
 
Now, I am not saying that Minnesota is a bitterly cold dismal type of place.  Actually I am finding it to be quite the opposite.  Today, 
even though the wind chill is many degrees below 0, the sun is shining.  Isn’t this a wonderful picture of God’s love?  In the midst of 
a bitterly cold world of sin, God shines His love on us through the gift of His one and only Son, Jesus Christ.  Instead, His light is so 
powerful that it cuts through the sin and brings us closer to His love, His warmth, His forgiveness. 
 
If you are feeling spiritually cold today, take time to seek out His warmth through spending time with Him in prayer, in His Word, 
reading a devotional, reaching out to a Christian friend or attending a Bible study.  He is waiting for you with His arms open wide…
ready to bring you close to Him in faith and to warm you with His arms of love.

KINDERGARTENERS NEED TO REGISTER 
Rochester school district 535 recently mailed registration packets 
to families with kindergarten age children.  Children who will 
attend kindergarten at RCLS also need to register in the district.  
The school district assigns every student in the district a state 
identification number which is needed to obtain bus transporta-
tion and other services available to students.  Parents you need to 
bring the forms sent to you, birth certificate and immunization 
records to Student Services at the Edison Building (615 7 Street 
SW).  Immunizations must be up-to-date before a child can attend 
school.  Registration hours will be from 7 am—6 pm.  On Janu-
ary 30 their office will stay open until 8 pm.  On February 2, the 
hours will be 9 am—noon.  No appointment is needed.  Children 
are welcome but it is not necessary to bring them for registration.  
RCLS works very closely with district 535 in order to complete 
the registration process completely.  If more information is 
needed, call registration and records at 328-4200.

The game see-sawed back and 
forth for the first three quarter with neither team holding a lead of 
more than four points.  A return to the game by the RCLS starters in 
the fourth quarter capped off a rally that enabled the girls to pull out 
a 20 – 16 victory thus moving to the championship bracket.  In the 
championship game, RCLS was matched against St Francis whom 
they had previously defeated twice this season but by only two 
points each time.  The first of those games was in sudden death over-
time.  St Francis quickly jumped out to an 8 - 2 lead in the champi-
onship game and led by 13 – 8 half way through the third quarter.  
For the second time in the tournament, the game’s plan was shelved 
and the RCLS starters returned.   Dogged defense and aggressive 
offense by the RCLS girls coupled with enthusiastic support from 
their teammates and parents enabled them to chip away at St Francis’ 
lead, ultimately creating a lead of their own 18 – 13 for a come from 
behind victory in the championship game.  After the game, each of 
the girls was awarded a medal and pictures were taken.  Congratula-
tions for a super Cinderella season!

Last week the 7/8th grade boys defeated Silo 46-26.  The Bobcats 
were led by Matthew Buettner with 25 points and John Mattison 
with 19 points.  This past weekend the 7/8th grade boys participated 
in the Faribault Tournament.  The boys won the first game against 
Fairmont 42-24.  They were led by John Mattison with 18 points 
and Lucas Ziemba with 9.  In the championship game the boys ral-
lied from 14 points down, but lost to St. Michaels 49-42.  John Mat-
tison and Lucas Ziemba led the Bobcats with 18 points each.  The 
boys record on the year is 7-3. 
 
Congratulations to the Bobcats girls’ teams as they won the Fari-
bault Tournament last weekend for the second year in a row and for 
the third time in five years!
